What will I learn?

You will also
have hands-on practice of specific techniques for the upper back and neck and experience the
massage.

e Lesson 2: Explore how the massage can reduce stress, alleviate anxiety, improve
concentration, and enhance overall mood. You will reinforce the massage techniques you have
learned and introduce massage to the scalp and how to care for scalp and hair conditions.

e Lesson 3: Understand the mental and emotional benefits and explore the role of energy flow
and the concept of energy centres (chakras) in Indian head massage. You will consolidate all
the techniques you have learned and practise the whole massage.
